He is the author of Muscovy and the Mongols: Cross-cultural
Influences on the Steppe Frontier, 1304-1589; and the award-winning The Povest' vremennykh let [The Tale of
Bygone Years]: An Interlinear Collation and Paradosis (3 vols.); and nearly 100 journal articles on various topics in the
field of history. He is also a winner of the Petra T. Shattuck Excellence in Teaching Prize.

The Great Fire of Salem - 1914

Lecture by Margherita Desy and Donald Friary

The Great Fire of Salem, a devastating and transformative event in the life of the city, struck on the afternoon of
June 25, 1914. Beginning in Salem's tanneries on Bridge and Boston Streets, the fire swept across 252 acres,
destroying hundreds of buildings, including the new St. Joseph's Church on Lafayette Street and the Naumkeag
Cotton Mills that overlooked Salem Harbor. Thousands of people were left homeless and jobless and tent cities were
set up on Salem Common and in Forest River Park. Tracing the path of the fire, with illustrations, Mr. Friary and Ms.
Desy will discuss the three distinct neighborhoods destroyed by the fire. After the devastation came the rebirth of
Salem with both civic and domestic architecture rebuilt in the then popular Colonial Revival style, including the
expanded and modernized Naumkeag Mills.

Donald Friary, Principal of History for Hire LLC and Director Emeritus of Historic Deerfield, holds a Ph.D. in American
Civilization. He led the 2007 Historic Salem, Inc. Walking Tours as a convincing Reverend William Bentley.

Margherita Desy is the Historian for the Naval History & Heritage Command Detachment Boston, working with USS
Constitution. Prior to this, Ms. Desy worked for Historic New England's Phillips House in Salem as Curator and Site
Manager.

Mr. Ellenport speaks widely on bookbinding, is author of two books, Brass Plate Dies and Future of Hand-Bookbinding, several
articles, and two DVDs documenting the history of the Harcourt Bindery and 19" century techniques used to create leather
bindings.

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Perhaps the most famous sister-act among fiction-writing families, the Brontés are major nineteenth-
century writers whose novels continue to fascinate readers, fans, film-makers, and scholars. Among the
novelists of this era, only Jane Austen has rivaled their popularity. How did these sisters from a little
English village in Yorkshire become a cultural phenomenon? What makes their work so enduringly
appealing?

2 of The Sermons of Ralph Waldo Emerson (with Teresa Toulouse), and with Alan Heimert, The Puritans in
America. In 2001, he was elected a member of the American Academy of Arts and Sciences; in 2003 he
was named New York State Scholar of the Year. He has received fellowships from the Guggenheim
Foundation, the American Council of Learned Societies, and the National Endowment for the Humanities.
He is a trustee of the National Humanities Center and the Library of America and has served as vice-
president of PEN America.

The Silk Road: An Ancient Avenue for Merchants and Missionaries
Lecture by Dr. Morris Rossabi

As part of World History Week in Salem and the meetings of the World History Association Conference at Salem
State College, the Salem Athenaeum and Salem State College are proud to host a free public lecture by the leading
authority on the Silk Roads.

The Silk Roads, an incurably romantic part of history, linked the civilizations of China, Central Asia, West Asia, and
Europe for much of pre-modern history, at least as early as the second century B.C.E. The economic significance of
these contacts may have been exaggerated, but their cultural impact can hardly be overstated, and the political
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influences, particularly during the era of the Mongol empire, have only, of late, received much attention.

Dr. Rossabi will offer an illustrated presentation in which he examines the journeys of Marco Polo, Xuanzang, and
several other Silk Road travelers, and assesses the impact of the Silk Roads on Asian and European trade, the arts,
religion, and science and technology.

Professor Rossabi is a historian of China and Central Asia who teaches courses in Inner Asian and East Asian history
at Columbia. He is author of several books, including Modern Mongolia: From Khans to Commissars to Capitalists
(University of California Press, 2005); Khubilai Khan: His Life and Times (University of California Press, 1988) chosen
as a main selection by the History Book Club; China and Inner Asia (Universe Books, 1975); editor of Governing
China's Multi-Ethnic Frontiers (University of Washington Press, 2004); and contributor to several volumes of the
Cambridge History of China. He has helped to organize exhibitions at the Metropolitan Museum of Art, at the
Cleveland Museum of Art, and at the Asian Art Museum of San Francisco. He was on the advisory board of the
Project on Central Eurasia of the Soros Foundation. He is author of numerous articles and speeches and travels
repeatedly to Central Asia and Mongolia.

Professor Rossabi received his PhD from Columbia in 1970.
